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Mustang Meet in Switzerland

In the last magazine | told you about a visit to the First Mustang Club of Germany's big Meet in
Cologne. This time we went a little bit further South. We went on a holiday trip to the beautiful
Alsace in the Northern corner of France — a place to visit if you like very nice White Vines and large
flee markets! Most "accidental” | had discovered, that the Swiss Mustang Club (MCS) had a big
Jubilee Meet at a Saturday, when we were just about an hour away in our car. How lucky can one
be? :-)

The Meet lasted one day only. The Weather Forecast hadn't been the very best for the area, with
very heavy rain Friday, but it should be better Saturday, so we went along to the small airport
Birrfeld. And luckily MCS had chosen the best day, because the sun shined from a cloudless skyl It
even turned out to be the finest day in our entire holiday.

Birrfeld is a small airport in the Northem part of Switzerland, not far from Zurich. Quite a lot of
veteran airplanes made the visit even more interesting, especially when they went up in the air.
When we arrived in our old Toyota, we were kindly guided to a parking lot for visitors. Close to the
area Mustangs from 1979 to 2014 were on display. Luckily the area had dried up since Friday, so
parking and walking in the green field was safe.

At the entrance of the meet we found "Dealer Street” with clothes and other nice stuff. The next
thing you saw, was a brand new 2015 Mustang Convertible. Even MCS had been lucky to get one
of these prototypes on display, arrived the very same moming from England. Even though it was
fenced in, it was possible to walk around it and enjoy it. This was the second time | saw it, and it
still gets better by every view.

The new 2015 Mustang was the first car in a splendid show. To rows of Mustangs, 50 cars in all,
were lined up. All generations of Mustangs were represented with cars from 1964 to 2015, and
every car had a very fine description of the car and the year. There were excellent show cars but
also nice "daily drivers” which | personally find very interesting. You don't always need to see "the
top of the pop” but also cars with patina and history. All these cars belonged to members, who had
been active and worked hard to get the meet up and running. This made the display even more
interesting and they have my full respect!

After a while we went hungry, and even here the Swiss thoroughness was complete. The catering
and the logistics functioned perfectly, with a row of booths with different offers (burgers, chicken,
sausages, beverages etc.). You ordered at one end and collected your food at the relevant booth,
no queues, fast ordering, and the food was very good.

At the catering area was an open hangar with tables and benches, where you could enjoy your
food. We both had to burst out with a Wauww! as we entered the hangar, as it was exceptionally
nice, with long borders of banners in red, blue and white. It really looked good!

In a corner of the hangar one could enjoy old commercial movies, and in a tent just outside the
hangar two very good bands delivered music all day long, together with dance shows, competitions
etc. So there was interesting entertainment besides the cars. Alongside another wall in the hangar
a crew of smiling ladies sold merchandise of a very nice quality.

We met the president of MCS, Rene Suter, and had a very nice and interesting talk with him. He
told us, that MCS found it very important to meet and cruise together. It gave a very good spirit in
the club, which was obviously, when you visited the meet. Many members were busy along the
Day, amongst others as parking guides, selling lots to the competition a.o.

| owe them all my greatest respect for their teamspirit — especially when you consider how difficult
it can be to gather volunteers in our own MCD.

There were many more cars to admire and study; all the classics were lined up in a parking lot



behind the hangar. It wasn't the best place to take photos because of the shadows from the big
trees at the place, but anyway, there was a lot to look at and lots of visitors during the day. Besides
the before mentioned 50 cars in line, | counted 85 classic cars ('64-'73), a Mustang II (+ two at the
line — all red and owned by the same guy!), three Fox-Body's ('79-'93) six SN95's ('94-'04) and 111
pcs. S197's (2005-'14) — all included more than 260 Mustangs ! (You can see pictures on our home
page in the Gallery).

Around 4 O'Clock the cars lined up to the big cruising, around 80 Mustangs went along. At the
meet the exhibition was removed, making ready to the evening event. When the night fell, there
was going to be an open air cinema. At that time, we went back to Alsace, but one was told, that
you could enjoy the original "Gone in 60 Seconds” from 1974.

It was a very nice experience to be at the meet, even without our own Mustang. It was well
arranged all the way through, and we didn't get bored at any time! It was a surprise, though, that
only a few foreign Mustangs showed up. Great applause to Rene Suter and MCS for a great show!
We would love to come back!
